The school will be sending out a bus with a grab and go breakfast, as well as, a grab and go lunch at the following locations
and times during the school closure from March 23-26. If closures are extended, meal service will be as well. In an effort to
follow social distancing recommendations, school staff will hand each child present one lunch and one breakfast. Children
are asked to return home or to their parent’s vehicle as these meals are intended to be consumed at home and may require
