Q: Can my student substitute out if they do not want the main lunch entrée?

A: Yes, a chef salad or a meat and cheese sandwich are available on a limited basis as substitute
options.
Your student will need to communicate that they would like a sandwich or salad to the serving
cook in their lunch line.

Q: How does Ala Carte work at the Middle School?

A: The Middle School cafeteria does offer a limited amount of Ala Carte items for students and

staff to purchase. The Ala Carte purchases do not come out of the student’s regular lunch
account, as they are on a cash only basis.
